Proposal To Amend Council By-Laws
Resolution by Br. Carl Bartolotti on behalf of the By-Laws
Committee to amend the Council “By-Laws” as follows:
ARTICLE II:

Section 1 (just before 1a.) to be added and read as follows:
The Annual Election of Council Officers Shall Take Place
At The First Regular (Business) Meeting in the Month of
June and Shall Be The First Item of Business Under New
Business.

ARTICLE III: Officers

Add the following: “And Selected Duties”
ARTICLEIV:

Section 1: Add the following: At each and every
meeting of our Council, whether regular or special, the
flag of our Country shall be displayed prominently
during the entire meeting.

Section 3, number 2: Add the following, “Wardens report
on membership cards”.

ARTICLE VI: Committee

Section 1: ADD the following:

f. By-Laws Committee, shall consist of five members
in “good standing”, appointed by the Grand Knight for a
2 year term, of which at least one member shall remain for



an additional 2 year term. It shall be the duty of the By-
Law Committee to review and recommend, at least bi-
annually, all proposed changes by the membership to the
Council’s “By-Laws”.
ADD ARTICLE IX: to read as follows:
Section1:  To amend the By-Laws, a member must
offer a “Resolution” amending the By-Laws to the
membership at the appropriate time during a “regular”
business meeting, stating the article(s) and section(s) to be
amended. The recommended amendment(s) shall be
referred to the By-Laws Committee for review and
recommendation and posted in the Council’s next
published monthly bulletin. At the following “regular
business meeting”, the By-Laws Committee shall present
its recommendation(s) to the membership, after which
amendment(s) will be voted on by the membership.. A
majority vote of the membership in attendance is required
to approve the amendment(s). In all respects, amending
the By-Laws shall be considered with procedures
described in Robert’s Rules of Order.
